The 9/8 odd meter (=3/8+2/8+
2/8+2/8) is counted into four unequal
movements. First movement (down-
beat) contains three eighth-notes while
second, third and fourth (sideways left,
sideways right and upwards) contain
two eighth-notes each (see 4/4 meter).
However, when you study a 9/8 odd me-
ter music in fast tempo you could start
counting nine equal short movements,
in a medium tempo, (three downbeat,
two sideways left, two sideways right
and two upwards), and accelerating
gradually you end up to the four une-
qual movements.
